	Indicator(s)/Sub-Outcome(s)/Expectation(s):

Students will learn the Russian Revolution and the formation of the USSR.

	Student Outcome(s):
· Students will be able to discuss the many different causes of the Russian Revolution
· Students will understand the February and the October revolutions
· Students will be able to compare the government set up originally by Lenin to that of the government that ended up taking over.
· Students will be able to make connections from posters and cartoons about the Russian revolution and understand the importance of it.

	Context for Learning

	Should the Russian Revolution be remembered as one of history’s great turning points — or should it be “relegated to the dustbin of history” given that the new nation it created, the Soviet Union, no longer exists?


	Instructional Delivery

	Opening Activities/Motivation:
Ask students what they know about the Russian Revolution and if they believe or not it is one of the history´s turning points.

	Procedures:
· Watch the first  video on the Russian Revolution and explain it in full using the power point provided.
· After both activities play the Revolution Bingo and ask students to write a paragraph on the importance of the Russian Revolution.

· Students will use the “Recipe Card” for the Russian Revolution, and go through the individual events that when mixed together caused the revolution to happen answering the question why did Tzar Nicholas II regime fail?
· Watch videos on Lenin and Stalin governments and revise notes on their regimes to complete a Venn Diagram on both Regimes.
· Students will be given cartoons and Propaganda Posters to analyze 

	Assessment/Evaluation (Formative/Summative)

	Listening to groups while they are working and going around the room to get the answers from the groups to make sure everyone has understood it. Revision of the worksheets.
