Students study how artists of the Realism were influenced by major historical events in the 19th century

	Student Outcome(s):

Students will be able to:
· Discuss and identify the major historical influences of Realism.
· Analyze and identify specific characteristics the Realism used in art.   



	Context for Learning

	Students will try to answer these questions: 

· How does this image exemplify Realism?

· How does this image relate to Baroque? How is it different?

· How does this artwork communicate philosophical ideas of the time?



	Instructional Delivery

	Opening Activities/Motivation:
Watch the video on Naturalism and Realism and ask students to make differences between both concepts. Then, introduce and discuss the Realism using either the powerpoint presentation included in the post or watching the second video on Realism style. Emphasize the fact that the subjects represented by realist painters are connected with labor movement and social criticism. Explain that many of these ideas came from the ideas of Karl Marx and Revolutions of 1848.(The Spring of Peoples) 

	Procedures:
1. Show students images of Corot and Courbet and make some comparisons between them

- What do you see in each image? 

- What do the figures seem to be doing? How can you tell?

- Where are they? How can you tell?

- Describe the attire and postures of the people.

- How are the images alike? 

- How are they different? 

- What do you think these objects were used for?

- What lines and shapes stand out?
· Have students write a brief summary of what is represented and how it is presented in both paintings
· Show students images of Realist works Have them find and discuss where they see similarities to the previous images. 
· Hand out copies of the Third Class Carriage by Daumier, The Sower and The Burial at Ornans to each student. Students will write an analysis of the images as an example of Neoclassical art. Students will address the following questions in their writing: 

- How does this image exemplify Realism?

- How does this image present the subject? Realist or Naturalist and Why?
- How does this artwork communicate philosophical ideas of the time?


	Assessment/Evaluation (Formative/Summative)

	· Teacher observation of student discussion.

· Students’ discussion of Realist art in the context of its philosophy
· Students’ identification and description of Realist art and discussion of how time, place, and cultural influence are reflected in selected works of art.

· Students should be able to analyze the images given relating them to social criticism, objectivity, use of muted colors, presenting everyday scenes, depicting light and shade contrasts, plein air scenes in almost all images.
